BUILDINGS

ARTICLE I. IN GENERAL
(Adopted August 1, 2000 by Ordinance No. 2000-5)

(A) Adopted. The Florida Building Code, as specifically herein identified, and made 

part hereof by reference in toto, is hereby adopted in and for the city.  A true copy 

of said code is attached hereto and specifically made part hereof by reference, as now 

constituted and as later to be amended.

(B) Conflicting ordinances.  All contradictory ordinances in conflict with this section and

the building code, which it incorporates, be and the same are hereby repealed.

(C) Non-conforming ordinances. All ordinances not repealed by being in direct conflict

herewith but only amended hereby, be and the same are hereby amended.

3 Copy of signed construction contract required

A copy of the signed construction contract stating the construction cost of the work, 

must be submitted along with permit applications involving a contractor.

(B) BUILDING PERMIT FEES (FEES LISTED HERE DO NOT INCLUDE PLUMBING, 

ELECTRICAL, OR MECHANICAL INSTALLATIONS OR USE AND OCCUPANCY FEES.) 

Sec. 6-01. Florida Building Code adopted; effect on conflicting and non-conflicting ordinances.
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All fees will be based upon the following section or 2% of fair market value for the first 

$100,000 of value, then 1-3/4% of fair market value for that portion of value between 

$100,001 and $500,000, then 1-1/2% of fair market value for any portion of value over 

$500,001, whichever is greater.
Calculation of permit fees for new construction shall be based on the construction value 

as determined by the latest edition of "Square Foot Costs" published by 

R.S. Means Company, Inc. A verified contract, which includes all systems, may be used to

determine estimated construction costs (including all sub trades) with the approval 

of the Building Official.

Additions, Remodeling and sub trade permits for electrical, plumbing, mechanical,

 gas and engineering may be calculated upon a verified contract provided by 

the applicant or the estimated total construction cost of the work based upon the 

latest issue of "Square Foot Costs" as published by R.S. Means Company, Inc. 

or based on the number of required inspections, which ever is greater, 

as determined by the Building Official.

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(A) Double fees.

When work for which a permit is required is commenced without first obtaining a permit, 

the fees as specified herein shall be doubled and, in addition, the sum of two hundred 

dollars ($200.00) shall also be paid.  The payment of such double fee, as well as the 

additional two hundred dollars ($200.00), shall not relieve any person, firm or corporation 

from fully complying with all of the other requirements of all applicable regulations and 

codes, nor shall it relieve them from being subject to any of the penalties therein.

(B) Notice of violation.

Whenever any work is begun that requires a permit, as defined by the 

Florida Building Code, without first obtaining the required permit, upon receipt of 

notice of violation the contractor shall cease and desist all work until the required permits 

have been obtained.

(C) Re-inspection fees.

When extra inspection trips to a job site other than owner-builder single family 

construction are required due to either:

(1) The wrong address being given on a call for inspection;

 (2) Prior rejection of work due to faulty construction;

(3) Work not being ready for inspection at the time specified;

 (4) Failure to call for final or other inspections; or

 (5) Required corrections not being made or completed at the time specified.

A fee of sixty dollars ($60.00) for each re-inspection shall be charged to the 

  permit holder in the trade concerned.  If it is determined by the field inspector that the

problem has not been satisfactorily resolved after the reinspection, a second reinspection 

fee of seventy five dollars ($75.00) shall be charged if a second reinspection is required.  

The reinspection fees requirement shall be applicable to all inspections made by the 

building department except to owner-builder single family construction projects where 

a fee of forty dollars ($40.00) shall be charged for each reinspection.  The payment of 

reinspection fees shall be made before any further permits will be issued to the person 

or firm owing, and further inspections may be refused until payment of reinspection 

fees has been made.

(D) Lost, revised or dry run plans fees:

(1) Lost plans. 

When the job copy of plans for new buildings and additions or other improvements are lost 

by the owner or contractor, a recertification fee will be required to review, stamp and

approve a new set of plans as a job copy.  The fee shall be thirty (30) percent of the

original building permit fee, up to a maximum charge of two thousand dollars 

 ($2,000.00), plus the cost of reproduction of plans and permit papers.

The charge for processing plans when major plan revisions are requested shall be thirty

(30) percent of the original building permit fee up to a maximum charge of 

two thousand dollars ($2,000.00).

renovation of an existing building, demolition of an existing building or part of a building, 

re-roofing.  The container shall only be that of a hauler licensed to provide construction 

debris hauling in the City of North Miami Beach, the container shall be emptied 

whenever filled, the debris generated by the construction as well as the litter generated 

by the workers shall be placed in the construction debris container, debris or litter 

from the construction site shall not be permitted to appear off-site onto neighboring 

properties.

(5) Construction debris container waiver

Waiver(s) may be granted at the City Manager's, or designee's, discretion for the 

requirement to have a construction debris container from a licensed hauler on-site.  

The applicant may be required to submit a signed affidavit form attesting to the 

assurance that the construction debris will be removed from the site of construction 

with contractor-owned vehicle or machinery. If waived, failure to continuously remove 

the debris from the construction site shall void the waiver(s) and require that a 

construction debris container be placed on-site.

(6) Exemptions

The following permits are exempt from the requirements to have a construction 

debris container onsite: sign, landscape, elevator, revision, subsidiary permits 

(such as permits issued to subcontractors under the master permit number), 

roofing, awning, door or window replacement, shutters, irrigation, shed, floor 

covering, and driveway.
